Sardine run

During June and early July, shoals of sardines move north up the South
East African coast feeding on plankton. They in turn attract a number

of predators. Huge pods of dolphin force the sardines into ‘bait-balls’
which attract sharks, other dolphins, game fish and cape gannets that
